TUNED IN TO YOU

Meet The Cow Guy 
RFD-TV’s Markets Specialist Scott Shellady 
Breaks Down The Financial Headlines So 
Anyone Can Understand. By Barb Oates

He’s hard not to notice.

First, it’s his black-and-white cow-patterned suitcoat. 

Then, there’s his fashionable white-rimmed glasses.

He’s also a pretty sizable guy at 6 feet tall and 325 pounds.

But really, it’s his down-to-earth, relatable approach to the market that 

makes the Cow Guy (aka Scott Shellady) a trusted source for financial news.

“I do have an ability to explain a difficult thing like I would like it 

explained,” Shellady tells us. “Everybody always wants to make it tougher than 

it is so they can look smart. I don’t like that. I try to dumb it down and explain it 

like I would like it explained to me.”

Born in Des Moines, Iowa, and raised in the Midwest, Shellady credits 

his father’s successful career in finance with leading him to take interest in the 

subject, but it wasn’t his first choice. He started out playing football for the 

University of Colorado, where he was pursuing an art major (his mother’s side 

has several artists). When he broke both of his hands and could no longer 

draw, he dropped out of art and turned to finance.

Shellady graduated from 

college in 1988, a year after the 

market crash, saying “I could 

have wallpapered my bedroom 

with rejection letters,” but a 

“very low-paying job” led the 

then 23-year-old to a position 

in London where he soaked up 

international market intelligence 

before advancing to bigger 

banks like Deutsche Bank and 

the Industrial Bank of Japan. He 

even dabbled in a trading tech 

startup before coming back to 

the States and working as a 

trader.

“When I came back to 

the States, I was partners with 

my father for one year before 

he retired with Alzheimer’s and 

then, ultimately, passed away, 

which was the best year of my 

life — to be partners with your 

dad,” Shellady shared. “It was 

just by happenstance that I was 

in the pits in 2006 or 2007 and 

somebody from Successful Farming magazine approached me and said, 

‘Hey, would you be interested in doing a video after the close once a week, 

just to tell us what has been happening in the market?’” 

Well, the Cow Guy proved to be a natural and was soon doing 

segments for the Chicago Mercantile Exchange, and other news outlets 

like CNN and FOX, which ultimately led to his own show, Cow Guy Close

(Mon-Fri at 2pmET) on RFD-TV. “I came to RFD-TV because it’s got a rural

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background. It’s rural America’s most important network,” he 

shares. “I’m a financial guy. Yes, we do have a family farm 

and yes, I dress like a cow every day. All right. Those are the 

two angles of things that I have. I started in the agricultural 

world, but most of my life has been spent with equities, bonds, 

stocks, shares, all that stuff.”

Here Shellady shares more on his signature brand and 

his fans.

When did your cow-print jacket come into play?
Scott Shellady: My dad wore it before I did because if 

you’ve ever seen Trading Places or any other trading movie, 

there’s usually a visitors’ gallery where people from the general 

public can come view what’s happening. We still have a farm. 

At the time, it was a dairy farm when I was a kid, but we still 

own a farm in Illinois. We milked cows. My father wanted to 

remind all the people in the visitors’ gallery that it’s just not 

gambling. There actually is an important economic function 

taking place where we’re setting the price of corn, butter, meat, 

milk, whatever. He knew that people would say, “Hey, what’s 

the guy doing in the black-and-white cow jacket?” … Then 

when he retired, I thought it would be really cool if I started 

wearing my dad’s trading jacket. 

Do you wear your coat, too, when you travel?
I’ve traveled the world, and I get stopped in restaurants in 

Tokyo, airports in Singapore, all over Europe and in the States. 

It’s just amazing. I’m terribly humbled by it because I never 

thought it could ever happen. … I only ever wear a Holstein 

cow black-and-white shirt wherever I go now. … I’ve been on 

airplanes flying to Australia and the captain of the plane will 

come back and sit with me and ask me about his portfolio.

So what is your typical fan experience like?
Oh, it’s always good. My father was from a very poor 

background, so I’ve inherited that mentality. I look up at 

everybody, not down at anybody. It’s not because I have to 

think about doing it, it’s just my natural demeanor. I’m terribly 

blessed. I had my only daughter, a 17-year-old, she died at 17. 

My dad died two days after she did. I lost my little brother two 

years ago at the age of 51. There’s tons of tragedy [in my life], 

but I am still the most blessed person.

understand your show?
No. I pretend like I’m talking to my mom. My mom’s not 

financially savvy. She’s the artist in our family. I just pretend 

like I’m talking to my mom because everybody loves to put up 

barriers to entry to make themselves look smart. They’ll put 

abbreviations like PPI, CPI, GEP and then not tell you what 

it really means because you’re supposed to be intimidated. I 

think that sucks. I’d rather have you learn something.

Outside of the news and the economy, what do 
you enjoy watching on TV or streaming?
I’m a history buff. I cannot turn off Antiques Roadshow. 

Anything, any show that’s about good old country homes 

in England, I just love it. My wife and I, this is my second 

marriage, we got married four years ago, in a church in the 

Cotswolds. I do love the country. I like the city, but I guess I 

like them both. Having both is a great break from each other. 

I don’t know if I can handle the city 100% of the time or the 

country 100% of the time, but I love the contrast. It’s like a 

barbecue potato chip followed by a sour cream and onion. 

Each one makes the other one better.

Happy tears, emotional, overwhelming 

tears. Jenna and I are both kind of quick 

to go. 

 Oh yeah. I thought the two 

of us, we lead with our emotions, and 

together it is like an open nerve, 24/7. 

We feel everything to the fullest.

 Our lovely producers go 

in and are initially talking to people 

and they just know that they’re being 

considered for a renovation, and that 

they’ve been nominated by someone 

who loves them. We really meet them 

almost at the very top of the process. 

They don’t know that we’re coming 

that day. They think they’re just kind 

of doing a little interview, hoping to be 

considered for a renovation. And then 

we show up with their keys and then we 

ambush them.

 Some would say too 

hands-on. I think Jenna and I were like, 

“We’re just used to doing it.” If we 

hadn’t done things ourselves, we were 

like, “Well, great. This is where we 

learn to do it.” Like, we never plastered. 

I want to know how to plaster. Now 

I know how to plaster. We wanted 

to lay tiles. We’re both so into it, and 

we’re both very creative, but we’re also 

tactile. And we actually really like the 

doing of it. We have an amazing team 

and an amazing construction group 

and everything else. But we got in 

there, and I think people were shocked 

and probably confused by how much 

we were in there.

 We were hands-on 24/7. 

One thing that was really important to 

us from the get-go was each space 

shouldn’t feel like how Melissa and 

I like to feel.

After taking a few years off from acting, Angie Harmon — best known for her roles as 

Jane Rizzoli on Rizzoli & Isles (2010-16) and Abbie Carmichael on Law & Order (1998-2001) 

— is back with a new Lifetime project that she executive produces and, of course, stars in. The 

first in a series, Buried in Barstow centers on Hazel King (Harmon), an ex-assassin who first 

picked up a gun as a teenager and was in high demand as a professional killer. But her career 

ended when she unexpectedly became pregnant. Now, she is attempting to get away from her 

past, running a local diner in her small town and trying to remain on good terms with her adult 

daughter (Lauren Richards). But as much as she wants a normal life, she soon realizes that it 

might be impossible to avoid trouble.

Harmon brought this script around town for years to try to find the right home, eventually 

landing at Lifetime, home of reruns of Rizzoli & Isles. “This is my heart project. I’ve loved this 

script since I read it and started shopping it around three and a half years ago,” enthused 

Harmon. “I believed in this from the moment I read it. And so I was just [like] it has to be made; it 

has to be done. … I’m really, really excited about it.”

With years of experience acting as a member of law enforcement under her belt, this is 

the first time Harmon got to take on someone on the opposite side of the law. If there’s one 

thing she’s comfortable with, though, it’s handling a gun. “Well, being from Texas … I have no 

problem with [using a gun]. And to be honest, you know, I think it’s kind of an aspect of my 

career that just sort of followed me around the entire time. … At this point, I can break down a 

crime scene and prosecute a case and win or defend it. Whatever sort of law enforcement you 

might need — I’m your gal.”

Also starring in the film is Kristoffer Polaha as Elliot, a doctor with a mysterious past 

who shows up in the diner one day. “He tumbles in like tumbleweed into this diner and gets 

entangled with Angie’s character Hazel,” Polaha explained. “We don’t really know who he is or 

where he comes from.” But he immediately has respect for Hazel. “[She] is this character who is 

so broken, and she’s so damaged, and she doesn’t have love, and she lives in this really rough 

world, and we see the evidence of that until she has her daughter, and then she becomes this 

lioness or this mama bear who is willing to at all costs protect the things that she loves.”

The show was filmed in Shelby, North Carolina, which stands in for Barstow. The diner that 

Hazel owns already existed there in its entirety, from its barbecue pits to real wood paneling all 

over the walls and even the ceiling. The casino in town also appears as the makeshift setting for 

scenes taking place in Las Vegas, where a young Hazel is learning her craft as a killer.

Buried in Barstow promises to be a thrilling look at the assassin life and how, as much 

as Hazel might want to, she can never escape. Plus, viewers who get attached to Hazel and 

her friends and family will have more to look forward to as subsequent movies in the series are 

released later on. — Taylor NeumannBu

Harold Harper (John Lithgow, pictured left), who 

has a great personal stake in making sure Chase is 

silenced and the work they did together in Afghanistan 

remains buried in secrecy. While Harper employs all the 

government assets at his disposal, Chase calls on his 

ingenuity, experience and determination to stay alive.

Bridges faced a real fight for his life when he 

underwent treatment for lymphoma in the middle of 

shooting The Old Man. After a 15-month delay in 

production, Bridges returned, his cancer in remission, 

and filming resumed. “FX and all of the team were so 

considerate and, you know, gave me all of the time I 

needed to heal and all of the support I needed,” Bridges 

says. “And then the protocol for when we were still in 

COVID, and all that protocol that we had in place made 

me feel very safe and eager to get down to biz, get 

down to play.”

And get down to biz he does. The 72-year-old 

Bridges has plenty of fight in him, as Chase has quite a 

few throwdowns with would-be assassins. “I have always 

been doomed to fights,” Bridges says. “I really enjoyed all 

of it. It was really terrific.”

The Old Man is also a showcase for two venerable 

actors, Lithgow and Bridges, who’ve had tremendous 

success on the screen for decades.

“I didn’t get to act with Jeff for a long, long time 

because the entire story is circumstances have kept 

these two [characters] apart,” Lithgow says. “They were 

very, very close and very involved in very high stakes 

and dangerous political and military activity 30 

years ago, and they have had to stay apart for 

various reasons ever since. And the tension of the entire 

first season is when are these two men finally going to 

be forced together. ... It was a fantastic moment when I 

finally got to work with him.” — Ryan A. Berenz

“This story is incredible, and it’s really contemporary,” 

explained executive producer George Ormond. “It’s about 

a young, teenage girl who thinks she’s an adult, who thinks 

she’s equipped to deal with adult things, and is thrust into 

this world that’s dangerous and finds herself drawn into 

this relationship, which raises all sorts of questions about 

consent and power. And we couldn’t believe that this hadn’t 

been dramatized before, but it hasn’t. And it feels like it’s a 

definitive part of how she becomes who she becomes.”

The relationship with Seymour is a touchy one — for 

one, Elizabeth was a young teenager, with Seymour being 

an older and married man, and for two, historians believe 

that the relationship was one-sided, with Elizabeth trying 

to avoid Seymour’s inclinations. The show makes things a 

little more consensual, but doesn’t shy away from showing 

a complicated dynamic. “This relationship she had with 

Thomas Seymour seemed to touch on such relevant 

things now as consent and gender imbalance and power 

imbalance within relationships,” said creator and executive 

producer Anya Reiss.

The series hints at the queen Elizabeth will become, 

a defining figure in history and one of the most beloved 

monarchs in England’s past. The public’s fascination with 

the Tudor bloodline shows no signs of subsiding, and 

Becoming Elizabeth offers a different take on the famous 

family.

Voting Rights Act of 1965. It also tackles decisions that 

further divided our country, like President Herbert Hoover’s 

“repatriation drives” that led to the mass expulsions of 

Mexican American citizens during the Great Depression 

and President Franklin Roosevelt’s Executive Order 9066, 

which led to nearly 120,000 Japanese Americans being 

systematically rounded up and forced into prison camps.

Weighing in on these topics are renowned authors, 

historians and witnesses to history, including Pulitzer Prize 

winners Jon Meacham and Annette Gordon Reed, as well 

as Dr. Douglas Brinkley, Dr. Edna Medford Green, Dr. H.W. 

Brands and George Takei.

The American Presidency debuts on Memorial Day at 

a special time following the premiere of History’s Theodore 

Roosevelt miniseries.

Executive producer Dan Goodman 

says that gathering the stories of the 

series’ subjects is done documentary-

style. “[It’s] in their element,” he explains. 

“We’re not asking people to come sit 

in some sterile environment. We are 

going to them. We are spending a lot 

of time in their world, where they’re 

comfortable, where they can kind of 

show us and not even realize they are 

giving us depth of story.”

Among American Anthems’ six 

subjects are a father who started a 

nonprofit to help families of cancer 

patients while undergoing cancer 

treatment himself; a former police 

officer who founded an organization 

that supports survivors of sexual abuse 

after struggling to recover from her own 

attack; and a young woman whose 

nonprofit provides free laundry days in 

low-income areas, and for whom helping 

others is one way that she manages her 

bipolar disorder.

“I am always a storyteller,” Nettles 

says. “I am always writing a song, 

crafting a character, crafting a story. 

The stories [in American Anthems] are 

already in the lives of these people. … 

These are real stories and the stakes for 

these stories are high. They are life and 

death. They are trauma. They are the 

things that as human beings we are the 

most moved and touched by. 

“There are emotional moments 

within the show that you share as a 

human being with a heart and you 

are hearing these stories that are so 

touching. There are moments that I 

remember having those emotional 

moments of, ‘This is such a powerful 

story, and thank you for sharing it with 

me, and thank you for trusting me to try 

to write the most intimate parts of your 

life.’”
